﻿APOSTLE JOHN'S – TRUTH
Jesus is the human perfect revelation of the Godhead who manifests all the divine characteristics (Pure, without lie, dependable) of the Triunity on earth so that man could by His example (real, genuine): understand, know, believe, and follow in their life His works thereby pleasing God. 
(1) That was the true Light, which lighteth every man that cometh into the world. {John 1:9} 

(2) And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth. {14} For the law was given by Moses, but grace and truth came by Jesus Christ. {John 1:17}

(3) But he that doeth truth cometh to the light, that his deeds may be made manifest, that they are wrought in God. {John 3:21}

(4) He that hath received his testimony hath set to his seal that God is true. {John 3:33}

(5) But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship him. {23} God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth. {John 4:24}

(6) If I bear witness of myself, my witness is not true. {31} There is another that beareth witness of me; and I know that the witness which he witnesseth of me is true. {32} Ye sent unto John, and he bare witness unto the truth. {John 5:31-33} 
(7) Then those men, when they had seen the miracle that Jesus did, said, This is of a truth that prophet that should come into the world. {John 6:14}

(8) Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Moses gave you not that bread from heaven; but my Father giveth you the true bread from heaven. {32} For the bread of God is he which cometh down from heaven, and giveth life unto the world. {John 6:33} 
(9) He that speaketh of himself seeketh his own glory: but he that seeketh his glory that sent him, the same is true, and no unrighteousness is in him. {John 7:18}
(10) Then cried Jesus in the temple as he taught, saying, Ye both know me, and ye know whence I am: and I am not come of myself, but he that sent me is true, whom ye know not. {28} But I know him: for I am from him, and he hath sent me. {John 7:29} 
(11) The Pharisees therefore said unto him, Thou bearest record of thyself; thy record is not true. {13} Jesus answered and said unto them, Though I bear record of myself, yet my record is true: for I know whence I came, and whither I go; but ye cannot tell whence I come, and whither I go. {14} Ye judge after the flesh; I judge no man. {15} And yet if I judge, my judgment is true: for I am not alone, but I and the Father that sent me. {16} It is also written in your law, that the testimony of two men is true. {17} I am one that bear witness of myself, and the Father that sent me beareth witness of me. {John 8:18} 

(12) I have many things to say and to judge of you: but he that sent me is true; and I speak to the world those things which I have heard of him. {John 8:26} 

(13) And ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free. {John 8:32} 

(14) But now ye seek to kill me, a man that hath told you the truth, which I have heard of God: this did not Abraham. {John 8:40} 

(15) Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and abode not in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of it. {44} And because I tell you the truth, ye believe me not. {John 8:45} 

(16) Which of you convinceth me of sin? And if I say the truth, why do ye not believe me? {John 8:46} 
(17) Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me. {John 14:6}

(18) Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you. {John 14:17}  
(19) I am the true vine, and my Father is the husbandman. {John 15:1} 
(20) But when the Comforter is come, whom I will send unto you from the Father, even the Spirit of truth, which proceedeth from the Father, he shall testify of me: {John 15:26} 

(21) Nevertheless I tell you the truth; It is expedient for you that I go away: for if I go not away, the Comforter will not come unto you; but if I depart, I will send him unto you. {John 16:7} 
(22) Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will show you things to come. {John 16:13}
(23) And this is life eternal, that they might know thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent. {John 17:3} 

(24) Sanctify them through thy truth: thy word is truth. {17} As thou hast sent me into the world, even so have I also sent them into the world. {18} And for their sakes I sanctify myself, that they also might be sanctified through the truth. {John 17:19}

(25) Pilate therefore said unto him, Art thou a king then? Jesus answered, Thou sayest that I am a king. To this end was I born, and for this cause came I into the world, that I should bear witness unto the truth. Every one that is of the truth heareth my voice. {37} Pilate saith unto him, What is truth? And when he had said this, he went out again unto the Jews, and saith unto them, I find in him no fault at all. {John 18:38} 
(26) And he that saw it bare record, and his record is true: and he knoweth that he saith true, that ye might believe. {John 19:35}

(27) This is the disciple which testifieth of these things, and wrote these things: and we know that his testimony is true. {John 21:24}

(28) We have fellowship with Jesus, but walk in darkness we lie & are not in the truth. {6} But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin. {7} If we say we have not sinned we are deceived & are not in truth. {1 John 1:8} 

(29) He says I know Him & does not keep His commandments is a liar & is not in the truth. {1 John 2:4} 
(30) Again, a new commandment I write unto you, which thing is true in him and in you: because the darkness is past, and the true light now shineth. {1 John 2:8} 


(31) And we know that the Son of God is come, and hath given us an understanding, that we may know him that is true, and we are in him that is true, even in his Son Jesus Christ. This is the true God, and eternal life. {1 John 5:20}

(32) Have not written because you know not the truth, but you know it, & no lie is of the truth. {1 John 2:21} 

(33) Abide in the anointing so no man teach you for the anointing is truth & no lie so abide in Him. {1 John 2:27}

(34) Love not in word nor tongue, but in deed and truth. {18} We know that we are of the truth and shall assure our hearts before Him. {1 John 3:19} 
(35) We are of God and He hears us. Here is how we know by the spirit of truth. {1 John 4:6} 

(36) Jesus Christ came by water & blood, and the Spirit bears witness because the Spirit is truth. {1 John 5:6} 

(37) The elder unto the elect lady and her children, whom I love in the truth; and not I only, but also all they that have known the truth; {1} For the truth's sake, which dwelleth in us, and shall be with us for ever. {2} Grace be with you, mercy, and peace, from God the Father, and from the Lord Jesus Christ, the Son of the Father, in truth and love. {3} I rejoiced greatly that I found of thy children walking in truth, as we have received a commandment from the Father. {2 John 4} 
(38) The elder unto the wellbeloved Gaius, whom I love in the truth. {1} Beloved, I wish above all things that thou mayest prosper and be in health, even as thy soul prospereth. {2} For I rejoiced greatly, when the brethren came and testified of the truth that is in thee, even as thou walkest in the truth. {3} I have no greater joy than to hear that my children walk in truth. {3 John 1:4}

(39) We therefore ought to receive such, that we might be fellowhelpers to the truth. {3 John 1:8}
(40) Demetrius hath good report of all men, and of the truth itself: yea, and we also bear record; and ye know that our record is true. {3 John 1:12} 

(41) And to the angel of the church in Philadelphia write; These things saith he that is holy, he that is true, he that hath the key of David, he that openeth, and no man shutteth; and shutteth, and no man openeth;  {Revelation 3:7}
 
(42) And unto the angel of the church of the Laodiceans write; These things saith the Amen, the faithful and true witness, the beginning of the creation of God; {Revelation 3:14}

(43) And they cried with a loud voice, saying, How long, O Lord, holy and true, dost thou not judge and avenge our blood on them that dwell on the earth? {Revelation 6:10} 
 
(44) And they sing the song of Moses the servant of God, and the song of the Lamb, saying, Great and marvellous are thy works, Lord God Almighty; just and true are thy ways, thou King of saints. {Revelation 15:3}

(45) And I heard another out of the altar say, Even so, Lord God Almighty, true and righteous are thy judgments. Revelation 16:7 


(46) For true and righteous are his judgments: for he hath judged the great whore, which did corrupt the earth with her fornication, and hath avenged the blood of his servants at her hand. {Revelation 19:2} 


(47) And he saith unto me, Write, Blessed are they which are called unto the marriage supper of the Lamb. And he saith unto me, These are the true sayings of God. {Revelation 19:9}


(48) And I saw heaven opened, and behold a white horse; and he that sat upon him was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness he doth judge and make war. {Revelation 19:11}


(49) And he that sat upon the throne said, Behold, I make all things new. And he said unto me, Write: for these words are true and faithful. {Revelation 21:5}


(50) And he said unto me, These sayings are faithful and true: and the Lord God of the holy prophets sent his angel to shew unto his servants the things which must shortly be done. {Revelation 22:6}
